Subj:  JOINT LEGAL ASSISTANCE WILL/POWERS OF ATTORNEY BRIEF

In order to receive a Will/Powers of Attorney brief the following criteria must be met:

1. Fill out and return, via fax, the attached worksheet.

2. The number of Marines present must be at least 75.

3. A classroom setting large enough to hold all attendees must be provided.

4. A notary (either unit Adjutant, Legal Officer, or any Field Grade Officer) must be provided by your command. The briefing attorney from Joint Legal Assistance will not be available to notarize powers of attorney and will notarize wills only. The unit is responsible for providing a notary for powers of attorney, keeping in mind that the documents will not be effective until they are notarized.

5. Provide a point of contact at the Battalion/Squadron level that will be present at the brief.

6. Call the Legal Assistance Office at the number provided in the letterhead to confirm/cancel the brief 24 hours in advance.

7. Ensure all Marines present bring with them their DoD identification card and a pen.

If the Marines expect to receive a power of attorney, they must also bring with them their bank account number and the name of the bank.  If the Marine expects to receive a Power of Attorney for the Care of a Child, then they must also have the full name of the individual that will make decisions on the behalf of the children in the absence of both parents.

For classes smaller than 75, those Marines must attend the brief which is given at the Joint Legal Assistance Office, Building 22161 every Monday and Wednesday at 1300. Please ensure that all Marines are seated and ready for the class to begin promptly at the scheduled time, as the brief will only be given one time.
