General Instructions

1. Allfiring shall be supervised by a qualified Camp Pendleton RSO.
2. Priorto occupying R-102A, the R102A RSO shall coordinate with the RSO on R103 to ensure that no
personnel from R-103 are firing on targets 1 to 44.
3. Prior to going hot on the R-102A, the R102A and R103 RSO'’s shall coordinate to ensure that no
personnel from R-103 are occupying the target butts area between targets 1 to 44.
4. A parent or legal guardian (18 years or older rifle & 21 years or older for pistol) must accompany
any user under the age of 16 when using this Range.
5. All Scouting events (crew or troop) must be conducted within the guidelines for Safe Scouting.
6. Helicopters may over fly the area at 1,000° AGL and above.
7. Each RSO/PSO shall certify that all weapons are in Condition 4 prior to exiting the range/facility and all
ammunition is accounted for.
8. All weapon malfunctions shall be corrected per the appropriate TM/FM, and unit SOP.
Special Instructions
1. Pistol fire shall only be conducted on the pistol range; rifle fire only on the rifle range.
