d.   REPLICA WEAPONS AND CLOTHING:  Exercise reasonable care when using clothing and replicas as these items are relatively fragile.  Do not break, bend or otherwise damage replicas.  Do not tear or excessively soil clothing.  INT.______

e.  LARUE TARGETS:  Larue reactive steel targets require 2 sandbags per to cover the top and the side of the lifter mechanism.  The .50 cal model will be issued with its own shield.  Larue static targets (LTCB) “chain bangers” require sandbags in the amount sufficient to cover the stand to protect it from damage.  Additionally, if you paint the target silhouettes any color other than black, you must re-paint them black before returning the targets.  Standard Larue targets may only be engaged by 5.56mm and 7.62mm, direct fire.  The .50 cal model may be engaged by 5.56mm, 7.62mm and .50 cal.  Larue minimum standoff for engagement: 5.56mm, 7.62mm, .50 cal is 100 meters.  INT.______
