•	 Provide children with a normal, predictable routine. 
•	 Children need the opportunity to ask questions and express 

their feelings when they feel confused and uncertain. 
•	 Give direct, simple answers. 
•	 Be a good listener but don't dwell. 
•	 Children will often respond the same way adults respond to a 

situation-model calm, controlled behavior. 
•	 Remember the value of laughter and fun 
•	 Extensive television viewing is discouraged, especially for 

younger children.
