NOTICE OF AVAILABILITY OF DRAFT ENVIRONMENTAL ASSESSMENT FOR CP7 MILITARY FAMILY HOUSING AT MARINE CORPS BASE CAMP PENDLETON, CALIFORNIA

Pursuant to the Council on Environmental Quality regulations (40 Code of Federal Regulations Parts 1500-1508) implementing the National Environmental Policy Act (NEPA) and Marine Corps Order P5090.2A Change 2, the U.S. Marine Corps (USMC) gives notice that a Draft Environmental Assessment (EA) has been prepared for the Camp Pendleton VII (CP7) Military Family Housing (MFH) project at Marine Corps Base (MCB) Camp Pendleton.  
The Proposed Action is to lease land and construct, operate, and maintain up to 351 MFH units and supporting infrastructure at MCB Camp Pendleton, under a Public Private Venture.  The Proposed Action would be implemented adjacent to existing Stuart Mesa Housing on vacant land formerly used for agricultural purposes.  This EA describes the potential environmental consequences resulting from two action alternatives (Alternatives 1 and 2), and the No-Action Alternative.   
The public is invited and encouraged to participate in the NEPA process by reviewing and commenting on the Draft EA during the public comment period. The Draft EA is available for review from January 28-February 11, 2011, at the Oceanside Public Library, located at 300 N. Coast Highway, Oceanside, CA 92054, and in the following locations on Camp Pendleton: Stuart Mesa Housing Community Center/Housing Office; Carney Library at Mainside; Seaside Square Library; and South Mesa Library.
