GENTEXT/REMARKS/1.  THIS MESSAGE PROVIDES AMPLIFICATION AND GUIDANCE TO REF B AS IT PERTAINS TO CONFINEMENT WITHIN THE MCIWEST AREA OF OPERATIONS.

2.  PER REF A, AS OF 1 JULY 2010, THE MCB CAMP PENDLETON BRIG WAS TEMPORARILY DESIGNATED AS A DOD LEVEL I CONFINEMENT FACILITY WITH UNLIMITED PRE-TRIAL SUPPORT FOR SERVICE MEMBERS AND LIMITED POST-TRIAL SUPPORT FOR PRISONERS WITH ADJUDGED SENTENCES OF 90 DAYS OR LESS.  PER REF B, THE MCB CAMP PENDLETON BRIG WAS DIRECTED TO TRANSFER ALL POST-TRIAL PRISONERS WITH ADJUDGED SENTENCES IN EXCESS OF 90 DAYS TO AN APPROPRIATE JOINT REGIONAL CONFINEMENT FACILITY (JRCF) (I.E., JRCF MIRAMAR, CA; JRCF CHESAPEAKE, VA, OR JRCF CHARLESTON, SC).  IN SUPPORT OF REF B, THE FOLLOWING GUIDANCE IN TERMS OF CONFINEMENT WITHIN THE MCIWEST AREA OF OPERATIONS IS HEREBY PUBLISHED.

2.A. CONFINEMENT LOCATION:

2.A.1. TENANT COMMANDS AT MCB CAMP PENDLETON, MCAS CAMP PENDLETON, MGAGCC 29 PALMS, MCLB BARSTOW, AND MCMWTC BRIDGEPORT WILL CONFINE ALL PRE-TRIAL AND POST-TRIAL SERVICE MEMBERS AT THE MCB CAMP PENDLETON BRIG.  FOR ALL PRISONERS WITH ADJUDGED SENTENCES IN EXCESS OF 90 DAYS, AFTER COMPLETION OF INITIAL PROCESSING AT THE MCB CAMP PENDLETON BRIG, THOSE PRISONERS WILL THEN BE TRANSPORTED TO AN APPROPRIATE JRCF, AS DIRECTED BY HQMC (PSL), TO CARRY OUT THEIR SENTENCE.

2.A.2. TENANT COMMANDS AT MCAS YUMA WILL CONFINE ALL PRE-TRIAL AND POST-TRIAL SERVICE MEMBERS AT THE MCAS YUMA PRE-TRIAL CONFINEMENT FACILITY (PCF).  FOR ALL PRISONERS WITH ADJUDGED SENTENCES IN EXCESS OF 30 DAYS, AFTER COMPLETION OF INITIAL PROCESSING AT THE MCAS YUMA PCF, THOSE PRISONERS WILL THEN BE TRANSPORTED TO AN APPROPRIATE JRCF TO CARRY OUT THEIR SENTENCE.

2.A.C. TENANT COMMANDS AT MCAS MIRAMAR AND MCRD SAN DIEGO/WESTERN RECRUITING REGION (WRR) WILL CONFINE ALL PRE-TRIAL AND POST-TRIAL SERVICE MEMBERS AT THE JRCF AT MCAS MIRAMAR, REGARDLESS OF SENTENCE LENGTH.

3. PER REF B, EFFECTIVE IMMEDIATELY, ALL SERVICE MEMBERS ORDERED INTO CONFINEMENT (PRE-TRIAL OR POST-TRIAL) AT A MARINE CORPS OR JRCF CONFINEMENT FACILITY SHALL BE CONFINED WITH ALL CONFINEMENT RECORDS AND DOCUMENTATION, AS WELL AS ALL REQUIRED UNIFORMS AND HEALTH/COMFORT ITEMS.

3.A. PER REF C, UPON CONFINEMENT OF A SERVICE MEMBER, UNIT COMMANDERS SHALL ENSURE THAT THE FOLLOWING REQUIRED RECORDS AND DOCUMENTATION ARE PROVIDED:

3.A.1.  PRE-TRIAL:

   (1) ORIGINAL DD FORM 2707 - CONFINEMENT ORDER; COMPLETE WITH A CERTIFIED EXAMINATION BY A MEDICAL OFFICER, NURSE PRACTIONER, OR PHYSICIANS ASSISTANT (NOT AN INDEPENDENT DUTY CORPSMAN (IDC) OR CORPSMAN).

   (2) MEDICAL AND DENTAL RECORDS.

3.A.2.  POST-TRIAL:

   (1) ORIGINAL DD FORM 2707 - CONFINEMENT ORDER; COMPLETE WITH A CERTIFIED EXAMINATION BY A MEDICAL OFFICER, NURSE PRACTIONER, OR PHYSICIANS ASSISTANT (NOT AN IDC OR CORPSMAN).

   (2) RESULTS OF TRIAL (FOR GENERAL OR SPECIAL COURT-MARTIAL).

   (3) DD FORM 2329 - RECORD OF TRIAL (FOR SUMMARY COURTS-MARTIAL).

   (4) PRE-TRIAL AGREEMENT, AS APPLICABLE.

   (5) DD FORM 2704 - VICTIM/WITNESS CERTIFICATION AND ELECTION CONCERNING INMATE STATUS.

   (6) MEDICAL AND DENTAL RECORDS.

3.B. PER REF B, UPON CONFINEMENT OF A SERVICE MEMBER, UNIT COMMANDERS SHALL ENSURE THAT ALL REQUIRED UNIFORMS AND HEALTH/COMFORT ITEMS ARE PROVIDED.  IT SHOULD BE NOTED THAT THE UNIFORM ITEMS REQUIRED FOR CONFINEMENT AT A JRCF ARE DIFFERENT THAN THOSE REQUIRED AT A MARINE CORPS BRIG. THUS, IT IS INCUMBENT UPON UNIT COMMANDERS TO REVIEW THE NEW LISTS OF UNIFORM AND HEALTH/COMFORT ITEMS FOUND AT: HTTP://WWW.NPC.NAVY.MIL/NR/RDONLYRES/DA79E610-C301-4B61-A7BF-8A97687BCA45/0/05310NAVYPRISONERUNIFORM_H_CREQUIREMENTS18MAR10.PDF. 

4.  THE MCB CAMP PENDLETON BRIG SHALL SCREEN AND VALIDATE THE ABOVE REQUIREMENTS PRIOR TO ACCEPTING ANY SERVICE MEMBER INTO CONFINEMENT (PRE-TRIAL OR POST-TRIAL).  THE CAMP PENDLETON BRIG AND MCAS YUMA PRE-TRIAL CONFINEMENT FACILITY SHALL NOT ACCEPT ANY SERVICE MEMBER INTO CONFINEMENT WITHOUT ALL REQUIRED RECORDS AND DOCUMENTATION AND REQUIRED UNIFORM AND HEALTH/COMFORT ITEMS.
